These exhibitions are designed to keep visitors abreast 
of the latest developments in environmental conservation and sustainability and to persuade 
them, especially students and teachers, to rally to the cause of environmental stewardship. 
Since its inception, the Museum has hosted over 1.65 million exhibition visitors and served 
millions of members of the public through its off-site educational activities.
